No Live Animals Allowed.

Electricity will be available for hot glue guns at set-up, but not during the Fair.

Exhibits will be judged on effectiveness of message (10 pts), quality of construction (5 pts),
and accuracy and appeal of information presented (5 pts).
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Exhibits should fit into pre-built display areas provided by the Fair. The display area will be a
triangle 30"x24”x36", with a two-sided backdrop of 30°x24” panels hinged together. POINTS WILL
BE DEDUCTED FOR DISPLAYS EXTENDING BEYOND THESE DEMINSIONS. The display booths
are unpainted plywood and are approximately 30” off the floor.

Exhibitors may begin working on your mini-booth after 9 a.m. on Friday, October 22 and
have it completed by 4.p.m. on Monday October 23th. All mini-booths must be removed no
later than 4 p.m. Monday, October 30. Mini-booths may be picked up on Sunday, October
30th. (On Sunday, please enter at Commercial Gate on Oakridge). All exhibitors are
responsible for removing all staples, tacks, and glue from the exhibit. Prize money will be
forfeited if the booth is not cleaned.
